The study of words and their
meaning is called lexicology.
Laymen often confuse it with le-
xicography, the making of dictio-
naries. The latter is a pragmatic
study applying the principles of
lexicology for a purpose determi-
ned by the intended use of the dic-
tionary and by non-linguistic fac-
tors. 

Lexicology, unlike lexicograp-
hy, is an integral part of any theo-
ry of language. The most widely
held conception of language is tri-
partite, describing separately the
sounds, the grammar and the me-
aning (though the generative se-
mantic theory rejects this triparti-
te conception). Each of the three
parts is seen as having a structure
of its own. Lexicology studies the
total word-stock (also called ‘le-
xicon’, ‘lexis’, ‘vocabulary’).

Though the vocabulary of a lan-
guage is perhaps a more impor-
tant tool of communication than

grammar, it is a relatively infre-
quent object of systematic study.
There are far fewer monographs
on the vocabulary than on the
syntax, and the term ‘semantics’
more often than not refers to the
semantic aspect of sentences
rather than to the meaning of
words.

The word as a linguistic unit is
being neglected in favour of the
utterance (the study of the text be-
ing a new linguistic development
and therefore getting a good deal
of attention). And yet, lexicology
– the study of the lexis – offers
many insights into the character
of a particular language.

Survey works on lexicology
(under this title) have never been
published in the English-speaking
world, but are fairly frequent in
Europe.
